ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

OF NORTH DUFFIELD CONSERVATION AND LOCAL HISTORY SOCIETY

I    PRELIMINARY
1   The Society is established for the purposes expressed in the Memorandum   

     of Association.

II    MEMBERS OF THE SOCIETY
2    The Society shall comprise Ordinary Members as follows:-

      a)  Any person who shall agree to pay to the Society annually a sum of not 

           less than £1 or such sum as shall be determined by the Committee   

           from time to time, shall be qualified to become an Ordinary Member.

b) Any Corporation, unincorporated society or other body which shall  
agree to pay to the Society annually a sum not less than £2 or such sum as shall be determined by the Committee from time to time, shall be qualified to become an Institutional Member

3     a)  Any person may signify in writing to the Secretary of the Society his 

            desire to become a Member under Article 2(a); and, on the Committee 

            electing him to Membership and upon payment of the appropriate 

            sum, his name shall be entered in the books of the Society as an 

            Ordinary Member. 
b) Any Corporation, unincorporated society or other body may likewise  

      signify its desire to become a Member under Article 2(b) and on the 

      Committee electing it to Membership and upon payment of the 

      appropriate sum, its name shall be entered in the books of the 

      Society as an Institutional Member.
4 Any Member of the Society who shall desire to retire shall signify such   

  desire in writing to the Secretary, and thereupon his name shall be  

  removed from the list of Members and he shall be deemed to have       

  retired. Any Ordinary Member of the Society who shall have neglected 
  and failed to pay his yearly subscription for six months after it has
  become due shall be liable to have his name removed from the list of 
  Members by Resolution of the Committee, and in case of such removal 
  his Membership of the Society shall terminate.
  For the purposes of this article, all subscriptions shall be deemed to

  become due on the 1st January in each year save as regards the first

  subscription of the member which is payable on his being admitted to the 

  membership. 
5 Any Institutional Member which becomes a Member under Article 3 may 
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       appoint, by writing, a person to act on its behalf, and may in like manner 
       remove any person so appointed and appoint another in his place, and 
       such person may exercise and enjoy on behalf of such Institutional 
       Member all the rights and privileges incidental to its membership so long 
       as such membership continues and his membership  is not  terminated. but such Institutional membership shall not entitle any  

       member of the Institution other than the person nominated to enjoy the 
       rights and privileges of membership.
6     All Members shall be eligible to serve on the Committee.

7     No right or privilege of any Member shall be in any way transferable, 

       but all such rights and privileges shall cease upon the Member                 

       ceasing to be such, whether by death, retirement or otherwise.
III     MEETINGS
8     The first General Meeting of the Society shall be held within not less than

        one month nor more than three months from the date of the incorporation  

        of the Society. Subsequent General Meetings shall be held once in each 

        year at such time and place as the Committee may from time to time          

        prescribe, and not more than fifteen months shall be allowed to elapse 

        between any two such General Meetings.                      
9    All the above mentioned General Meetings shall be called Ordinary 

   Meetings, and all other General Meetings shall be called Extraordinary.

10    The Committee may, whenever they may think fit, and they shall upon a 
         requisition made in writing by not less than one tenth of the Members, 
         convene an Extraordinary General Meeting.
11    Any requisition made by Members shall express the object of the 

        meeting proposed to be called and shall be left at the home of the 

        Secretary.

12    Upon the receipt of such requisition, the Committee shall forthwith 

   proceed to convene a General Meeting; and if they do not proceed to 

   convene the same within fourteen days from the receipt of the       

   requisition, the requisitionists or a majority of them may themselves  

   convene the meeting.

13 At least seven days before every meeting, a printed or typed notice specifying the place, day and hour of the meeting and in case of special business, the general nature of such business, shall be given to all the Members in the manner hereinafter mentioned or in such other manner(if any) as may be prescribed by the Society in general meeting; 
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      but, the accidental omission to send such notice or the non-receipt of     

      such notice by and Member shall not invalidate the proceedings at any   

      General Meeting.
14    All business shall be deemed special that is transacted at an

        Extraordinary Meeting, and all that is transacted at an Ordinary Meeting, 

        with the exception of the consideration of accounts and balance sheets, 

        and the ordinary report of the Committee

15    No business shall be transacted at any General Meeting unless a 

        quorum of not less than SIX Members is present at the commencement 

        of such business.

16    If within fifteen minutes of the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is 

        not present, the meeting, if convened upon the requisition of members, 

        shall be dissolved. In any other case it shall stand adjourned to the same 

        day in the following week, at the same place and time, and if at such 

        adjourned meeting a quorum is not present it shall be adjourned sine die.

17    The Chairperson, or in his/her absence, a Vice Chairperson, shall 

         preside as Chairperson at every meeting of the Society.

18     In the absence of the Chairperson and the Vice Chairperson, the 

         members present at such meeting shall choose one of their number to 

         be Chairperson of such meeting.
19     The Chairperson may, with the consent of the Meeting , adjourn any 

          Meeting from time to time and from place to place, but no business    

          shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the business 

          left unfinished at the meeting from which the adjournment took place.

20      At any General Meeting, unless a poll is demanded by at least five 

          Members, a declaration by the Chairperson that a resolution has been 

          carried or lost, or carried or not carried by a particular majority, and an 

          entry to that effect in the book of proceedings of the Society, shall be 

          conclusive evidence of the fact.
21      If a poll is demanded in manner aforesaid, the same shall be taken at 

          such time and  in such a manner as the Chairperson directs, and the 

          result of such poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of the Society in 

          General Meeting.

22      Every member shall have one vote and no more. All votes shall be 

          given personally.
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IV       COMMITTEE

          The Officers of the Society shall consist of a Chairperson, Vice 

           Chairperson, Treasurer and Secretary, and such Officers, together 

           with not less than three other Members of the Society shall together   

           constitute the Committee. The offices of Treasurer and Secretary may 
           be held by one person.

24        At the second Ordinary Meeting of the Society, the whole of the 

            Committee shall retire from office, and at the Ordinary Meeting in 

            every subsequent year one –third of the Committee for the time being, 

            or, if their number is not three or a multiple of three, then the number 

            nearest to one-third shall retire from office. At every such Ordinary 

            Meeting the Society shall fill the vacancies so created (except insofar 

            as shall be determined to reduce the number of the Members of the 

            Committee) either by vote of the Members present or if a postal ballot 

            has been authorised by the Committee, by announcing the result of 

            such ballot to the Members present. The Officers of the Society for 

            the ensuing year shall be appointed by the Committee at their first 

            meeting after each Ordinary Meeting as aforesaid, and any vacancy 

            in any such office during the course of the year shall be filled by the 

            Committee. Any Member of the Committee who ceases for any cause 

            to be a Member of the Society shall ipso facto vacate office as a 

            Member of the Committee.

25        The Members of the Committee to retire in every year shall be those
             who have been the longest in office since their last election, but as 

             between persons who become Members of the Committee on the 

             same day, those to retire shall (unless they otherwise agree amongst 

             themselves) be determined by lot.

26         A retiring Member of the Committee shall be eligible for re-election.

27          Any casual vacancy in the Committee may be filled up by the 

              Committee, and the Committee may from time to time, and at any   

              Time, appoint additional Members from amongst the Members of the   

              Society up to the prescribed maximum. Any Member appointed under 
              this Article shall retire from office at the next General Meeting, but 
              shall be eligible for re-election.
28         The Committee shall have absolute control over all the affairs and 

              property of the Society, and shall prescribe, alter or cancel rules for 

              the regulation of the Society (provided that no rules involving or 

              amounting to an alteration or amendment of or addition to these 

              Articles shall be valid unless sanctioned by special resolution) and 

              may exercise all such powers of the Society as they think fit except 
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              as otherwise provided by these Articles, or required by Statute, or as 

              otherwise directed by the Society in General Meeting.

V            MEETINGS AND PROCEEDINGS OF THE COMMITTEE

29          The Committee may meet together for the despatch of business, 
               adjourn and otherwise regulate their meetings as they think fit. 
               Questions arising at any meeting shall be decided by a majority of 
               votes, In the case of an inequality of votes, the Chairperson shall 
               have a second casting vote. Any two Members of the Committee 
               may, and the Secretary on the requisition of a Member of the 
               Committee shall, at any time summon a meeting of the Committee. 
               The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the 
               Committee may be fixed by the Committee, and unless so fixed shall 
               be five. The continuing Members may act notwithstanding any 
               vacancy in their body. The Chairperson, or in his/her absence the 
               Vice Chairperson, shall preside at all meetings of the Committee. If 

               at any Meeting neither is present within fifteen minutes after the time 

               appointed for holding the Meeting, the Members present shall 

               choose one of their number to be Chairperson. A resolution 

               determined on without any meeting of the Committee and evidenced 

               in writing under the hands of all the Committee shall be as valid 

               and effectual as a resolution duly passed at a Meeting of the 

               Committee duly called and constituted.
VI            FINANCE

30           The Committee shall cause true accounts to be kept of all the sums 

                of money received and expended by the Society, and of all the 

                matters in respect of which such receipts and expenditure take 

                place, and of all property, credits and liabilities of the Society.

31            Subject to any reasonable restrictions that may from time to time be 

                imposed by the Society in General Meeting, all the books of account 

                of the Society shall be open to the inspection of any Member at any 

                time during business hours.   

32            The Committee shall at every Ordinary Meeting except the first, lay before the Society a statement of the income and expenditure of the Society made up to a date not more than nine months before the date of the meeting, and covering the period since the last account, or in the case of the first account, since the incorporation of the Society, and also a balance sheet 
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covering the same period, together with a report of the Committee as to the state and progress of the Society.

The Society was formed on 10 December 1984.

The Articles of Association were adopted on  3 December 1986.
